He recommended that administration submit a request for proposals for a
third party administrator in the future.

Whereas, The Board of the Hudson River-Black River Regulating District, pursuant to
provisions of the Environmental Conservation Law, has filed a certified statement with the Clerk
of the County of Jefferson showing the name of each public corporation or a brief description of
each parcel of real estate and the name of the owner, or owners, so far as can be ascertained, and
the proportionate amount of the cost of storage reservoirs and the expense of maintenance and
operation of such reservoirs to be borne by each parcel of real estate during the year ending June

Whereas, Pursuant to Subdivision Six of Section 15-2123 of the Environmental Conservation
Law, signed into law on August 8, 1983 "...All moneys required to be collected and not paid
directly to the River Regulating District by the thirty-first day of October of the year in which
the assessment is levied shall be payable to the County Treasurer as provided under subdivision
four of this Section and shall be subject to a service fee of one percent of the total amount
assessed which shall be added to the amount to be collected and which shall be in addition to any
penalties which may be imposed in the case of failure to pay general taxes within the time
prescribed by law, and when collected, such penalties shall be deemed part of the assessment...".

 A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 7 OF 1969 ESTABLISHING A
DEPARTMENT OF HIGHWAYS AND PRESCRIBING THE POWERS AND DUTIES

THEREOF

BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of Jefferson, as follows:

SECTION I.  PURPOSE AND FINDINGS

This Board has by resolution previously expressed its desire and intention to accept from
the City of Watertown ownership and operation of the Watertown International Airport.  In
anticipation of such a transfer of ownership and operation, this Board finds that it is most
appropriate to designate the Airport operations to fall within the confines of the Jefferson County
Department of Highways and to assign responsibility for the operation and control of said
Airport and its related property, personnel and facilities to the Jefferson County Superintendent
of Highways.  The Board has previously adopted Local Law No. 7 of 1969 establishing a
department of highways, and it is the desire of the Board to amend said local law to carry into
effect the foregoing desires, intentions and findings.  

SECTION II.  AMENDMENT

A.  Amendment of Section 1 of Local Law No. 7 of 1969

Section 1 of Local Law No. 7 of 1969 is amended to read as follows:

For the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the Highway Law in respect to the construction
and maintenance of highways, roads and bridges and the control of snow and ice thereon within
the county, and for the purpose of operating a municipal airport in accordance with New York
State and federal law and regulation, there is hereby established a department of county
government to be known as the department of highways of the County of Jefferson.   

B.  Amendment of Section 4 of Local Law No. 7 of 1969

Section 4 of Local Law No. 7 of 1969 is amended to read as follows:

The County Superintendent of Highways shall have and perform all of the powers and duties
conferred upon county superintendents of highways and upon a manager of a municipal airport
by the laws and regulations of the State of New York and of the federal government, and shall
perform such additional and related duties as may be prescribed and directed by the Board of
Legislators of the County of Jefferson. He shall have the supervision and control of all
operations of the department of highways and persons employed in said department, including
supervision and control over the County airport operation and its personnel.

SECTION III.  REMAINDER UNAFFECTED.



Except as herein amended, the remainder of Local Law No. 7 of 1969 shall remain in full
force and effect.  

SECTION IV.  SEVERABILITY.

If any part of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person or circumstance be
adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be confined in its
operation to the part or provision  in application directly involved in the controversy in which
such judgment shall have been rendered; and shall not affect or impair the validity of the
remainder of this Local Law or the application thereof to other persons or circumstances, and the
Board of Legislators of the County of Jefferson hereby declares that it would have passed this
Local Law or the remainder of it had such invalid application or provision been apparent.

SECTION V.  EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Local Law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

Before the District’s Established Review Period

Whereas, New York State Agriculture and Markets Law Article 25AA, Section 303-b required
that Counties establish an annual thirty day period within which to accept requests by
landowners to have viable agricultural land included in a certified Agricultural District and;

Whereas, the Jefferson County Board of Legislators passed Resolution No. 98 of 2004,
Establishing an Annual Thirty Day Period from June 1 to June 30 for Landowners to Submit
Proposals to Include Viable Agricultural Land within an Existing Agricultural District Before
the District’s Established Review Period; and

Whereas, In accordance with Section 303-b of Article 25AA of the New York State Agriculture
and Markets Law the requests for inclusion were referred to the Agriculture and Farmland
Protection Board for review and recommendation; and

Whereas, the report and recommendation of the Agriculture and Farmland Protection Board has
been submitted to this Board; and

Whereas, a public hearing was held on September 29, 2004 to receive public comments; and

Whereas, the Jefferson County Board of Legislators has reviewed the requests for inclusion, the
recommendation of the Jefferson County Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board, and the
Public Hearing record concerning the Inclusion of Viable Agricultural Land in a Certified
Agricultural District Before the District’s Established Review Period.
